The New Rockford Fire Department, in cooperation with the North Dakota Forest Service (NDFS), will host Incident Command System (ICS) Training in New Rockford at the New Rockford Fire Hall May 21 – 23, 2004.  David Geyer and Mike Santucci from the NDFS will be conducting the training.  This training is being provided FREE OF CHARGE!  All we ask is for your time commitment.  

The training is a 20-hours session that consists of I-100: Introduction to ICS, I-200: Basic ICS, and Agency Administrator/Line Officer Roles & Responsibilities.  This class meets National Wildfire Coordination Group (NWCG) standards.  I-100 addresses the organization, basic terminology, and common responsibilities of ICS.  It provides a foundation upon which to enable entry-level personnel to function appropriately in the performance of incident-related duties.  I-200 builds upon I-100, outlining the principles of ICS associated with incident-related performance.  Agency Administrator roles and responsibilities provides a brief overview of the expectations of local administrators given a large fire incident.  The NDFS has modified the material to fit North Dakota’s organizational system, and incorporated local examples into the session.
